    The next phase of the Roundtable will take place on May 25, 2017. A select number of representatives (NCDVD, NRVC, FOCUS, Life Teen, CCMA, USCCB) will meet to begin designing a syllabus for a workshop on vocations and parish/high school/college youth ministry.  The intention is to have a working outline prepared for the bishops of CCLV to review in September 2017.  Following that meeting the feedback of the bishops will be reflected in a final outline. Potential speakers will be identified and a database of speakers will be prepared.  The Roundtable committee will present to the bishops a second time in March of 2018.
